 C 2022 FED moving guardrail and adding pavement

Ohio:
 I-65 Spur, N-69 Interstate set to begin later this fall
 Guardrail KY 69 and US 62
 KY 136 repairing bridges Ohio and McLean
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 KY 54 upgrade to three lanes; Includes bridge and pavement work

Union:
 KY 56-Shawneetown-#2 KYTC list for any new stimulus funding
 Guardrail KY 360
 US 60 Royster Curb embarkment raised and guardrail installments

Webster:
 KY 138 Railroad flooding at Slaughters (SPP)
 KY 132 Bridge KY
 US 41 new project from Industrial Dr. to Providence

Daviess:
 KY 298 and Fairview was deigned as roundabout, will probably be

standard intersection.
 KY 144 guardrail installation
 I69 extend to K351; Audubon Parkway upgrade to Henderson
